The department runs several laboratory facilities including a news 
writing/digital photography lab, a multimedia lab, a digital audio pro-
duction lab, a digital video editing lab, two photography labs and a 
photography studio, and an electronic newsroom. The department is 
fully accredited by the Accrediting Council on Education in Journalism 
and Mass Communication.
