Occupational Endorsement
Minimum Requirements for Occupational Endorsement: 16 credits

The administrative assistant occupational endorsement may be earned 
in one semester and represents a large portion of the course work re-
quired for the applied business management certificate. Students must 
complete all courses with a grade of C (2.0) or better and satisfactorily 
complete a two-week practicum at the culmination of training in or-
der to earn the endorsement. This program is open to those who have 
completed the university application process and are at an appropriate 
English level for ABUS F170 Business English (as shown by English 
placement scores).
