And complete: The School of Education’s extemporaneous writing sample. This sample is scheduled for the
Saturday morning before the application deadline. Applicants have 1 hour to complete an essay based on the topic
determined by the School of Education. Essays will be evaluated on basic writing convention, your ability to
express ideas clearly and concisely. Rural students will need to arrange their writing sample date/time with a
proctor (Please notify the School of Education once you have your proctor’s name and contact information.)

Admissions Process: The School of Education will review and evaluate the Applications Portfolios. Applicants
will be notified by the School of Education when final decisions and recommendations are made. If accepted into
the program, your progress and standing in the program will again be evaluated in the first semester of the
professional year, before allowing the student to progress to the second semester of the year-long internship.

Admission Criteria: Application Portfolios will be reviewed and evaluated with specific focus on three major
areas: (1) academic competence; (2) interpersonal, intercultural and communication skills, and (3) professional
dispositions and commitment. The following questions will be considered in the review process:
Does the applicant demonstrate appropriate communication and English literacy skills?
Does the applicant have an overall grade point average of 2.7 or higher and no less than a
2.0 in each of the major discipline areas?
Has the applicant had positive experiences working with children, adolescents or adults;
in university sponsored practica, in rural Alaska; or in multicultural/cross-cultural settings?
