COURSE DESCRIPTION 

This course will take place in the field in Eastern California, covering different types of Pleistocene and Holocene volcanic deposits and features. UAF students will participate with students and faculty from Northern Arizona University. The joint course will provide an opportunity to learn from other students outside UAF, and foster exchange of ideas and knowledge in a close-knit field camp setting.
READINGS
The field course will be based on Excursion 13B: Long Valley Caldera and Mono-Inyo Craters volcanic chain, eastern California (in the New Mexico Bureau of Mines and Mineral Resources Memoir 47, pages 227-254. Additional reading will be assigned before the trip, as appropriate.
OBJECTIVES 
At the end of this course, students will:

· Have a better understanding of the methods of field-based volcanology studies, concentrating on volcanic geology.
· Identify different types of volcanic deposits examined in the field, including rhyolite lava flows and domes, silicic pyroclastic deposits, and features arising from hydrovolcanism

· Have an understanding of the current status of the Long Valley system, as pertaining to current activity levels, monitoring, and related volcanic hazards in the Western US.
· Have learned alongside students from Northern Arizona University, exchanging ideas and experience about Long Valley and other volcanic regions.
