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1)  Determinations about class size should hinge first and foremost on what is pedagogically sound for successful student outcomes.   Faculty should consider their own direct classroom experience and consult the recommendations of their professional organizations, if applicable, to determine appropriate class size.

2) Decisions about class size should be made collaboratively by the faculty member(s) in consultation with the administration, program coordinator, department/division chair, as appropriate.

3) When two or more sections of the same class are taught cross-regionally, the class sizes must be consistent, as agreed upon by the faculty in the department/division.

4) Class-size determinations may not be imposed unilaterally by administration because this overrides the direct classroom experience and professional judgment of faculty about what will result in successful outcomes for students.

5) If there is a conflict about maximum class size, it will be resolved by a working group of the CRCD faculty with the vice-chancellor’s input.
