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I. Introduction 

A. The University of Alaska Fairbanks has developed an Asbestos Management Program to insure compliance with all applicable Local, State and Federal Regulations.

B. The Asbestos Management Plan is designed for Faculty and Staff personnel, especially those who encounter asbestos containing material regularly such as maintenance and custodial personnel.

II. Asbestos Coordinator 

A. UAF shall appoint an Asbestos Coordinator to be available for any questions or concerns involving asbestos on campus.

B. The Asbestos Coordinator is Tracey Martinson, Environmental Health, Safety, and Risk Management (EHS&RM), office number 474-6771. 

C. The duties of the Asbestos Coordinator shall include the following. 

1. Development and implementation of the UAF's Asbestos Management Program. 

2. Development and implementation of UAF’s Asbestos Orientation training. 

3. Conduct and/or supervise asbestos surveys and building inspections as needed.

III. Asbestos Building Surveys and Inspections 

A. Several asbestos surveys have been conducted over the past years.  The Asbestos Shop in Facilities Services buildings has many of the results on file.

B. UAF shall ensure that an asbestos survey and inspection of any and all parts of any facility to be demolished or renovated has been completed before the demolition or renovation begins.

1. The building survey will be used to determine the impact of proposed demolition/renovation projects on identified asbestos containing material. 

C. All suspect asbestos containing materials found in buildings constructed prior to 1980 shall be considered presumed asbestos containing material (PACM) until three bulk samples of the material have been analyzed by an accredited laboratory and shown to contain less than 1% asbestos. 

IV. Asbestos Awareness Training 

A. Members of UAF Facilities Services Asbestos Removal team will be trained in accordance with Federal 29 CFR 1926.1101

B. All members of UAF’s maintenance and custodial staff who may work in a building that contains ACBM receive awareness training of at least 2 hours.  

C. All members of UAF faculty who may work in a building that contains ACBM receive awareness training during new employee orientation.

V. Demolition and Renovation Projects 

A. The UAF Design and Construction Project Manager shall review all Facilities Services demolition and renovation projects to be completed by outside contractors for the potential to disturb suspect asbestos containing material. 

B. The University shall sample or contract to have sampled any suspect asbestos containing material which could be affected by demolition and/or renovation activities. No work may be initiated until: 

1. Sample results confirm that the area of the facility to be affected does not consist of asbestos containing material; or 

2. All required asbestos containing material has been removed by a certified, licensed Asbestos Abatement Contractor. 

C. Any and all demolition and renovation work must immediately cease if asbestos containing material is encountered during any project at UAF. Work may not resume unless and until the suspect asbestos containing material has been sampled, and 

1. Has been shown not to contain asbestos; or 

2. Has been shown to contain asbestos and has been removed by a certified, licensed Asbestos Abatement Contractor or by UAF staff accredited for asbestos removal. 

VI. Asbestos Removal Operations 

A. The UAF staff trained in asbestos removal is the only authorized staff to remove or otherwise disturb any asbestos containing material or any presumed asbestos containing material.

B. All asbestos abatement projects at the UAF shall comply with the applicable Federal and State regulations.

VII. Work Practices 

A. Maintenance and General Work Where Friable ACM is Present

1. Some friable asbestos materials include spray on insulation, “popcorn” ceilings, and thermal systems insulation.  

2. No work shall be performed either on the friable material or around the friable material which would render it airborne with the exception for staff certified as Asbestos Supervisor or Asbestos Worker by the State of Alaska. 

3. Time spent performing work in the immediate vicinity of friable asbestos shall be minimized as much as possible.

4. Rooms containing friable ACM shall have warning placards on or immediately inside the entry ways.

B. Maintenance of Asbestos-Containing Flooring Materials 

1. Sanding of asbestos-containing flooring materials is prohibited. 

2. Stripping of finishes shall be conducted using low abrasion pads at speed lower than 300 rpm and wet methods.  Stripping of unwaxed or unfinished asbestos-containing flooring is prohibited. 

3. Burnishing or dry buffing may be performed only on asbestos- containing flooring which has sufficient finish so that the pad cannot contact the asbestos-containing material. 

C. Removal of Asbestos-Containing Floor Tile 

1. Unbroken, loose floor tiles may be wetted and placed in properly labeled, double bags by trained supervisors or left in place and removed by the UAF’s abatement personnel or outside contractor. 

2. Broken, chipped, cracked or crumbling floor tiles shall be considered friable ACM.  Notify the Asbestos Coordinator and discontinue work on the material. 

D. Miscellaneous Non-Friable Asbestos-Containing Material

1. For the purpose of this Asbestos Management Plan, miscellaneous materials include but are not limited to roofing material, gypsum wall board, asbestos cement board, and gaskets. 

2. Materials in good condition pose very little health threat.  General cleaning and maintenance around these materials will not render the material air-borne.  To maintain the material in good condition, do not use any abrasive action on the material.

3. Do not disturb material in poor condition.  If damaged material is observed, contact the Asbestos Coordinator.

VIII. Record Keeping 

A. Information regarding small scale asbestos removal projects (less than 50 square feet/50 linear feet) shall be maintained by Facilities Services Asbestos Shop.

1. Location where asbestos containing material was removed. 

2. Amount of friable or non-friable asbestos containing material removed. 

3. Name and address of abatement contractor. 

4. Name and address of disposal facility. 

B. The UAF Asbestos Coordinator shall maintain a log of all remaining ACM and PACM for each building.  These logs will be updated after the completion of each asbestos removal or demolition project.  The remaining ACM and PACM are in the process of being collected.
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
