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POKER FLAT HAZ-MAT MANAGEMENT PROCEDURE
PURPOSE: To outline responsibilities, establish procedures, guidelines and proper practices for handling, storing, redistributing and/or disposing of surplus hazardous materials and hazardous waste. 

OBJECTIVE: To prevent and control accidents and loss to the University of Alaska Fairbanks, employees, students and the public. 

To reduce the risk associated with handling, storing, transporting, utilizing, and disposing of hazardous waste and hazardous materials. 

To assure compliance with all applicable laws concerning hazardous materials including, but not limited to, 40 CFR 260-271. 

SCOPE: Applies to all University of Alaska Fairbanks (UAF) employees at the Poker Flat Research Range (PFRR), and to others who utilize these facilities. 

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS 

Poker Flat Research Range, EPA ID# AK0 0000037 4959, CESQG (Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generator Status) will comply with all local, state and federal regulations. Please reference UAF Safety System Policy and Procedure Document 601, "Hazardous Materials Management Procedures", will also be utilized for guidelines regarding the storage, transportation and disposal of hazardous waste. 

Poker Flat Research Range will comply with standards set forth in 40 CFR 261.5 “Special Requirements for hazardous waste generated by conditionally exempt small quantity generators.”

The maximum allowable volume of RCRA wastes generated for conditionally exempt small quantity generators is 100 kilograms of hazardous waste generated per month, or 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste generated per month. The amount of hazardous waste in storage should never exceed 1000 kilograms, or 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste.

If volumes are generated in excess to these limitations, PFRR would become subject to regulations, under the provisions of 40 CFR Part 262. 

Note: All RCRA-regulated wastes are to be shipped directly to EPA permitted treatment, storage and disposal facilities.

II. PROCEDURES 

A. Poker Flat personnel must communicate all waste disposal needs on a quarterly basis. Disposal of all
hazardous materials, including non-RCRA regulated substances, will be coordinated with UAF EHS&RM Hazmat Section (phone: 474-5617; fax: 474-5489). 

B. Requests for removal of hazardous materials will be communicated by utilizing UAF's "Non-Radioactive
Hazardous Materials Transfer Request" forms. PFRR personnel will utilize the three-part form to communicate each material's name, and/or description, approximate quantity, physical state, container type, and temporary storage location. 

Note: The white and yellow copies of the three-part form should be returned to the EHS&RM Hazmat Section via campus mail (box 8145), or other means. 

C. Materials will be temporarily stored in appropriate containers and segregated with regard to their chemical compatibility. 

D. Prior to transport, materials must be properly packaged, and labeled, in accordance with DOT regulations; found in 49 CFR Parts 107, 171, 172, 173, 177 and 178. 

E. All materials transported on public highways must be properly identified, on appropriate shipping
documents, as indicated in 49 CFR 172, subpart C. 

F. Items identified for removal by PFRR personnel on Hazardous Material Transfer Request forms, will be
reviewed by the EHS&RM Hazmat Section to establish the material status as a: 

    1) a RCRA-regulated hazardous waste; 

    2) a non-regulated potentially hazardous waste; 

    3) a useable surplus material; 

    4) a hazardous waste material, which can be consolidated with another chemically-compatible
    hazardous waste stream to reduce the over-all disposal cost, (i.e., consolidated non-halogenated
    flammable liquids); or 

    5) a non-hazardous waste. 

III. RECORD-KEEPING 

The Hazardous Materials Transfer Request Form information, from Poker Flat Research Range will be entered into the EHS&RM Hazmat Section's chemical inventory database. Information recorded (if pertinent) includes:

A quarterly inventory of RCRA-regulated wastes, located at Poker Flat Research Range, must be submitted to the EHS&RM Hazmat Section. The EHS&RM Hazmat Section will include these materials for direct shipment in their quarterly submittal to the EPA-permitted disposal contractor.

RCRA-regulated waste materials will be documented on Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifests for direct shipment from Poker Flat Research Range to EPA permitted treatment, storage and disposal facilities (TSDF’s). Copies of the manifests must be retained by the generator for a minimum of three years.

The EHS&RM Hazmat Section will provide copies of the Transporter/TSDF signed manifests to the ADEC as required.


IV. REPORTS 

To comply with biennial reporting requirements, the EHS&RM Hazmat Section will report Poker Flat Research Range hazardous waste materials, if required for Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generators.
