473 employees have attended Supervisor Safety Training as of June 29, 2009, and more than 2500 safety trainings have been completed since January 2008. The number of safety trainings completed using SkillSoft employee online training has steadily increased since rollout and supervisors are starting to require 100% compliance with basic safety training and assessing their workplaces for additional training based on employees actual job duties. Institutional pride and relevance regarding safety are alive and well here at UAF as supervisors and employees redefine our safety standards and practices thereby redefining the safety culture.
Communication is important, a Supervisor Safety listserv has been established to keep supervisors informed of important information and updates regarding safety. Your comments and suggestions are welcome so that we remain culturally relevant to our ever changing university population.
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
