What Is Receipt Authority?
The State of Alaska appropriation law and uniform rule 42 sets guidelines for state agencies which the University of Alaska must adhere to.  The university is required to present operating and capital budget requests to OMB each year which detail fund sources by allocation.  Those budgets follow the legislative process and eventually final budgets are passed and signed by the Governor.  The university may not exceed the appropriated levels for each fund source at an appropriation level on either the operating or capital side.  If revenue in excess of the appropriated level is anticipated, a revised program may be submitted to Legislative Budget and Audit (LB&A), or, during the session, a supplemental may be necessary.  Either way, the additional authority has to be approved before any expenditures to generate that revenue source can be made.

In the 2009 Legislative session, the federal economic stimulus bill in the capital budget, Sec. 4, Ch.17, SLA 2009, Page 9, included $1.0 million in ARRA Stimulus Funding authority for UA for competitive, discretionary, and incentive grants. This authority will be used to start American Recovery and Reinvestment (ARRA) grants, with the recognition and understanding that the University will not expend funds in excess of the placeholder amount. 


When the legislature is not in session, additional authorization will be requested at the next LB&A meeting to cover the full amount necessary for each of the grants received to date. 
Therefore, upon receiving your notification of funding letter, please make sure you contact your MAU Grants and Contracts Office who will coordinate with the Statewide Budget office to get the revised program prepared for LB&A.

When awards funded in part or in whole with ARRA funds are received at the University of Alaska Fairbanks, the Office of Grants and Contracts Administration (OGCA) will forward the unsigned award to UA’s Controller, UA’s Senior Budget Analyst and Consultant, UA’s Budget Analyst, UA’s Associate Vice President for Budget, UAF’s Vice Chancellor for Administrative Services, and UAF’s Vice Chancellor for Research.  At this time, because UA must request receipt authority from the State of Alaska, UA’s Senior Budget Analyst and Consultant will forward the award copy to OMB and notify OGCA once receipt authority has been granted for each ARRA award, individually.
