Signature authority on awards made to UAF is delegated by the Chancellor.  For UAF, authority flows to the OGCA Director through the Vice Chancellor for Administrative Services (VCAS) for amounts up to $1 million dollars.  A signature delegation memorandum is on file in both VCAS and OGCA offices. Awards greater than $1M are signed by the VCAS or Associate Vice Chancellor for Finance. Occasionally, sponsors want principal investigators to sign awards. They are allowed to, as long as the award also has a signature line for the legal entity (UAF) accepting the award. 

Requests for changes to existing awards (e.g., rescope, change in PI, changes in budget greater than 10%, addition of subawardee) should be written by the principal investigator, but they must be endorsed by their dean/director and passed through OGCA (for signature) to the sponsoring agency. Modification/amendments/change orders issued by a sponsoring agency must also be signed by the UAF  responsible official. 

Awards are not legally binding until you have the right signature! 
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
