Quizzes (40%) will be based on class lectures/discussions, readings, and films. The format will
include a mixture of multiple choice and short answer. Each exam will focus primarily on the
material covered during that section of the course in terms of specific information, but will build on
the general principles and concepts that we develop throughout the course. There will be no make-
ups if you miss an exam unless you present documentation of an illness or emergency that
prevented you from being at the exam, or unless you arrange in advance to take the exam at
another time before the rest of the class.
Two-page Library Research Assignment (20%). The aim of the research paper is to help you to
become familiar with the use of Rasmuson Library, one of your most important resources during your
academic studies. This assignment will require you to use material in the library to write a short essay
about a specific topic. You will receive a handout with further instructions on this assignment. The
two pages are of double-spaced typescript; 500 — 700 words.
Class Participation and Homework (40%). You are expected to keep up with the readings, attend
class and participate in class discussions. You will also be assigned homework assignments over the
course of the semester.
