1. Open to all UAF student enrolled between January 2009 and the present. NO PROFESSIONAL PHOTOGRAPHERS will be permitted regardless of UAF student status.

2. Entry Types Accepted: 

a. Work may be in any form or fashion of photography based art including

i. Collage

ii. Montage

iii. Multi- media

iv. Photographic Printing Methods

v. Traditional Photography

vi. Any method including: Hand Coloring, Toning, Digital Manipulation or Alteration

b. Prints Only. No slides.

c. Mounted Prints Only (No frames). Any works with unsightly mounting will not be accepted.
d. Maximum Mount Size 16”x 20”

3. Entry Information:

a. Maximum of three entries (one per category)
b. Each print must be accompanied by photographic information sheet (available from Student Activities)

4. Categories:

a. Black and White

b. Color

c. Non- Traditional

5. Judging 

a. Judging Panel will consist of UAF Faculty members with special expertise in the visual arts

b. Judging will take place December 1st
c. All Judges decisions are final.

d. Judges will select one print for Best of Show and one print for first place in each category. 

e. The People’s Choice Award will be selected by students and community members who view the show.

6. Dates and Times:

a. Monday, November 23rd 2009, before 5:00 PM- DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSION- All work should be submitted to Student Activities Office in the Wood Center (474- 6026)

b. Monday, November 30th 2009- OPENING

c. Friday, December 4th 2009- RECEPTION AND AWARDS- Participants are highly encouraged to attend the First Friday reception and Awards Ceremony. Best of Show and First Place Awards will be announced at this event. Time and location TBA.

d. Friday December 11th 2009- CLOSING- People’s Choice will be determined by 6:00 PM.

e. Monday, December 14th to Wednesday, December 16th 2009- PHOTO PICK-UP- All submissions must be claimed from Student Activities by 5 PM on Wednesday.
