· Demonstrated leadership involvement and engagement (may include student organizations, Greek Life, student employment, volunteer service, campus committees, community and statewide programs, participation in UAF Leadership Program events and activities, and/or others)

· Demonstrated formal leadership development training, above and beyond the major events (such as, but not limited to, UAF LEADS, ASUAF, additional conferences, coursework specific to leadership, or others)

· Commitment to quality of life in the UAF community in accordance with the University mission statement

· Comprehensive list and description of all community and university-related groups and/or activities in which you have taken a leadership role, including the name and contact information for an individual who can vouch for your involvement

· Submission of a resume is optional; however, it should not take the place of any other part of the application package
