What:  To bring Fairbanks students to Arctic Village to volunteer with the local community in a variety of aspects. 
When:  UAF Spring Break March 7-14, 2010
Where:  Arctic Village, Alaska
Why:  Alaska faces a wide variety of social issues that are unique to rural communities. Participants will experience Alaskan culture first hand in a way that they may not otherwise have had the opportunity to. 

How:  Monday through Friday students will spend each day volunteering at the local K-12 school. The team will be split up between classrooms for a variety of one on one activities with students. As individuals and as a team we will focus on encouraging rural students to pursue higher education at the university level.
