	History and Purpose


Dr. Arthur “Art” Buswell was a distinguished educator and public service volunteer extraordinaire from 1922-2005.  He had a prominent career at the University of Alaska as a Professor of Horticulture and later as Vice President of the Universities Public Service. Following that career he became President of University of Maine at Machias. He retired and returned to Alaska in 1984.

Art was a dynamic Alaskan leader who really cared about his community.  He immersed himself in public life through volunteer work with organizations such as Lions, Rotary, Fairbanks Chamber of Commerce, Friends of the University of Alaska Museum, and the UAF College of Fellows where he contributed substantially to campus beautification programs. As a member of the University of Alaska Foundation, he was also an effective leader in building the University’s statewide system during his retirement. In recognition of these contributions, he received an honorary Dr. of Laws from the University of Alaska in 2001.  In addition, Art’s dedication as a public servant extended well beyond his organizational endeavors. For example for many years he quietly assisted neighbors and others in need with transportation to their medical providers.

In recognition of Dr. Arthur “Art” Buswell’s community contributions, the Art Buswell Public Service Award is presented each spring to a graduating UAF student who epitomizes Art’s spirit of service through his or her own commitment to improving the University of Alaska and/or his or her community.

One award winner will be selected each spring.  The selected student(s) will receive:

· A $1,000 award

· Special recognition on the UAF website and at an award ceremony 

	Criteria Used for Selection


· Demonstrated outstanding public service contributions in areas that are distinctly apart from academic achievements (this service may have been with an established organization(s) or individual acts of service over a significant period of time, however, only service activities performed while a student at the University of Alaska will be recognized); your application should demonstrate how your service has positively impacted the University of Alaska and/or your community
· Must have at least 30 undergraduate hours in the University of Alaska system

· Must be an undergraduate student who is planning to graduate in Spring 2011
· No record of significant or sustained violations of the UAF Code of Conduct
· Strong letters of recommendation
· A complete and legible application packet

	2011 Application Deadline


The application deadline is April 22, 2011 at 5pm.
	How to Apply                            


Applications should be delivered to the Leadership Program in Wood Center on or before the deadline.  Please include the following items in a complete and legible application packet:

· A typed and signed copy of the signature form.

· A typed 3-page (double-spaced) narrative describing your public service contributions.  Please discuss what volunteer service has meant to you, describe the most meaningful volunteer experience you have participated in, and describe the positive impact your service has had the University of Alaska and/or your community.

· A comprehensive Service Activities Record (this form may be copied if necessary and must be typed); please describe any and all relevant volunteer service in which you are engaged beyond the classroom that benefits the University of Alaska and/or your community.

· Two current letters of recommendation from people who can attest to your public service and your contributions to the University of Alaska and/or your community (recommendation letters must be written specifically for this application and should address the service activities you mention in your application; an original copy of each letter of recommendation must be included in the application packet, mailed directly to the Leadership Program, or emailed to the Leadership Program by the deadline).

· Submission of a resume is optional but should not take the place of any other part of the application packet.
· Please note that applications will be reviewed for completeness and organization.  Please read the application guidelines carefully to ensure you are in compliance of expectations.
