Trip description:

Join us as we backpack Kesugi Ridge in Denali State Park. This is a beautiful alpine area with periodic views of Denali (if it’s out) and interesting rock formations. The trail consists of a hardened path which follows a long ridge. There is some steep elevation gain in the beginning but much of the trail is moderate hiking. The weather can change quickly in this part of the state which makes proper clothing and gear very important, so please follow our gear packing list closely. Trip costs include transportation, gas, food, trip leaders, and equipment. *Itinerary subject to change*
Safety and Risk Tolerance:
Due to the nature of outdoor travel there are certain inherent risks in all of Outdoor Adventure’s trips.
