The construction trades technology program is designed to prepare
students to work in the construction industry. The program prepares
students for employment in areas where there is a projected shortage
of skilled workers

This program provides students with fundamental knowledge of
construction industry expectations as well as hands-on training. It
responds to the skills targeted by Alaskan employers. Students com-
pleting the certificate program will have completed the first year of
the A.A.S. degree program. Graduates of the A.A.S. degree program
may pursue opportunities with employers as they acquire a higher
level of residential construction trade and/or residential construction
management skills.

A strong desire to work in the construction industry is important.
Students must be willing to work collaboratively with industry em-
ployees in their local communities in order to fulfill the practicum
components of courses.
