Estimated costs associated with the proposed project are detailed below. Costs are budgeted in accordance with Federal Regulations and UA Board of Regents policies. Unless otherwise stated, all rates are current and include annual increases where appropriate for subsequent project years. 
Salaries:

47.0 hours (0.3 mo.) in Year 1, 91 hours (0.5 mo.) in Year 2, 107 hours (0.6 mo.) in Year 3, and 90 hours in Year 4 (0.5 mo.) are requested for PI [Name] to oversee the project, supervise his graduate student, and [project specific details].  47.0 hours (0.3 mo.) in Year 1, 91 hours (0.5 mo.) in Year 2, 107 hours (0.6 mo.) in Year 3, and 90 hours in Year 4 (0.5 mo.) are requested for Co-PI [Name] to provide near-real time model forecast results with his UAF Smoke model.

Support is also budgeted for 1 graduate student (one academic semester and full summer in Years 1-4) to analyze model results and [project specific details] and publish their results. 

Travel 
Two trips per year are requested for one individual to travel to Washington, DC (placeholder, at $1,100/ticket) to attend meetings.  One trip per year is requested for one individual to travel to the American Geophysical Union (AGU) annual meeting, or similar conference venue.  AGU is scheduled in San Francisco, CA in Years 1 and 4 (placeholder, at $850/ticket for airfare), in New Orleans, LA in Year 2 (placeholder, at $850/ticket for airfare), and in Chicago, IL in Year 4 (placeholder, at $850/ticket for airfare).

Per Diem (meals/incidentals/lodging) is $332/day for Washington, DC, $320/day for San Francisco, $228/day for New Orleans, and $201 for Chicago.  Ground transportation is budgeted at $100/traveler/trip for all travel locations.
An inflation rate of 10% per year has been included for all transportation costs. All airfare cost data is based on Internet research. All Per Diem is in accordance with GSA/JTR Regulations. 
Subawards:

Contractual Services and Other Direct Costs:

Student tuition and fees are listed at the AY19-20 rate with a 10% inflation increase per year. 

$1,000 in Year 3 and $4,000 in Year 4 is requested for page charges/publication costs of the research findings.  $578 in Year 1, $618 in Year 2, $661 in Year 3, and $707 in Year 4 are requested for the AGU meeting registration fees (at AY19 rate of $505 per year per PI with a 7.0% inflation increase per year).
