Many of the other unit criteria that we’ve seen have specific ways to evaluate each level (assistant, associate, and full) in each of the categories of teaching, research, and service. The committee found this very helpful and believe that this is valuable for both new faculty in the department (they know the departments expectations) and for people outside the department who are not familiar with the field. A new faculty member will have a hard time determining what exactly is needed to become an associate professor.
